Make sure the
Comfort room is ready for each Sunday and provide a tour of the Comfort room to new visitors
with babies.

Sunday: Supervise and assist in all Nursery and Pre-school hall rooms for both morning
services, supervised child exchange, call/text parents during service for concerns, supervise
and work with the gatekeepers.

Place dirty cups/snack cups and plastic toys in the dishwasher after 10:30 service.
Empty diaper pails and place in large trash cans.

Ongoing: Visit any new babies and their families. Setup Meal Train for families with newborns as
needed. Assist with any special events that are upcoming such as Baby dedication, KidzLife
prep, volunteer appreciation events, volunteer training etc. Mother’s Day/Father’s Day craft for
Nursery.
